GENERAL REGULATIONS


Valid license required (recognized by Karate Vlaanderen, or another WKF recognized 
organisation).


Coaches must wear tracksuits or karate-gi. Coaches are also required to have a valid license 
with their organization.

1 coach for every 4 competitors, with a maximum of 4 coaches. Maximum of 1 coach per 
competition floor.


The participants commit to adhering to the valid doping regulations.


Minimum of four (4) participants per category.

  The categories U10, U12, and U14 in kumite are divided into an over and under 
category. For other divisions, the organization reserves the right to establish under and 
over categories if deemed necessary.


The applicable WKF regulations apply, with the following exceptions:

All KATA and TEAM KATA matches are conducted using the "Flag system.”

In all categories, boys/men and girls/women compete separately, except in the TEAM 
KATA category (which are allowed be mixed).

In the U10 and the U12 category, Katas are performed in pairs, except for the medal 
bouts.

It is not permitted to register in multiple categories within the same discipline, this for 
TEAM KATA, KATA, and KUMITE.

You may only register in one team for TEAM KATA, and all team members must belong to 
the same club.

Competitors must be registered and weighed 1 hour before the start of their pool.

Each competitor must present themselves on the competition floor with the required 
protective gear and the correct belt color; otherwise, participation will be denied.

Competitors' names will only be called twice before the start of their pool.
